Some
parishes will go into the Fordham & Quy Deanery, the majority will join the Shelford
Deanery and form the new Granta Deanery.

Women Bishops. Rev. Canon Alan Hargrave, General
Synod Representative

In 2006 the General Synod approved women bishops in
principle and in 2008 the first draft legislation was approved
for revision. Supporters of women bishops want a simple
single clause measure with a code of practice providing for
those who in all conscience cannot accept women bishops,
but codes of practice can be changed, and some say this is
not a sufficient guarantee. Opponents of women bishops want separate non-geographical
dioceses with separate selection, training, discipline, etc., however, this would, in effect,
create a separate church with 'no go' areas for women.

Draft legislation is committed to revision, after further revision it will be sent to the dioceses
for approval. It will then require a 2/3 majority in the Houses of Bishops, Clergy, and Laity.
It will then go to Parliament for approval. A decision is still some time off, and there will be
new members elected in 2010

In his Presidential Address at General Synod, Archbishop Rowan Williams said “The
people we don't agree with are not going to anyway, so let us listen to them, pray for them,
and love them, and commit ourselves to working together for the glory of God and for the
extension of His Kingdom”
